	Aim of Unit of Learning Students will create logotypes using the theme of changing landscapes. Through visual research as well as examining the effects of climate changes on Ireland, students will identify a word that will be used to create their logotype. Students will be exposed to various support study artists such as Judy Chicago and Peter Max and this will develop their understanding of the graphic arts process. Students will engage with composition, colour, line  and proportion.


	
	Theme Development: Changing Landscapes; students will create logotypes that will respond to the issue of climate change in Ireland. Inspired by the the work of artists and designers like Robert Rauschenberg and Judy Chicago students will respond through identification of an environmental issue, sketching in response to visualise the issue, designing a notan that will incorporate their typography work and finally glueing their cut out typography notans onto black paper to finalise their poster. . Over the process of this UOL students will be able to develop their initial sketches and mindmapping  into their resolved logotype. This UOL offers a cross curricular  linking to their environment studies in Geography amongst other subjects.

	Post class reflection 
	What went well and Why (in light of learning intentions)? Students responded well to the demonstration with the block text using the grid. The majority of the students were able to follow the methodology so they were able to produce their two initials in a coherent and organised way. I think the demonstration was effective as it was pitched at their level and the typography they were creating was at their level
Even better if (again in light of your learning intentions for the lesson) Although I think the discussion on Robert Rauschenberg’s piece was stronger than the previous class I still think there’s more discussion possible regarding the emotive nature of the piece and the message trying to be conveyed
Possible Areas for Discussion: Management of classroom materials again hasn’t been great as students are losing or misplacing their sketchbooks which is obviously an issue. Just having one class a week makes it difficult to progress work when students don’t have the basic materials with them
Professional Teaching skills and ability. (Communication, voice, terminology, personal qualities, pupil responses). Communication and terminology were clear and accessible. I think the demonstration, basing it on the students' outcomes was clear and concise which was positive as it’s the main element of this class.
Presentation of learning content. The learning content of this class was clear for students. The learning content was appropriate to their level and it offered students time to reflect and respond to the UoL theme. Mind-mapping always presents a good start for students as they have plenty of time to map out their thoughts
Effectiveness of planning. (Clarity of intentions, quality of learning content, presentation) I think my planning was effective and clear for what I could prepare before class. I had the presentation set up and the content was clear in the presentation and supported my UoL. The learning content was attainable for the students and gave them a structured support to build their project on. Also all of the necessary materials for this class such as the grid paper, rulers, pencils were available to the students so that meant that they could start working immediately and not been waiting which could lead to them being distracted

What went well and Why (in light of learning intentions)? I think the engagement with the support study artists was pretty strong, as strong as I’ve seen with a first year group. I was happy that they were able to quickly identify the theme of the work and talk about the meaning featured in the work. I think this will further support the overall theme of the work as we track back towards the logotype and the pattern and the typography
Even better if (again in light of your learning intentions for the lesson) I think maybe I put out too much material for the students and that could contribute to the excess use of materials that I’m seeing. Especially the glue which I pore out before class starts, was used excessively by some students and it can cause issues with their sketchbook and I’ve to clean it up if they don’t
Possible Areas for Discussion: The loudness of two students in particular is quite overwhelming in the classroom, so I’m going to implement a strategy to separate them for the benefit of the whole class. When two students are too loud it just contributes to the overall noise of the group which just escalates until it’s impossible to create work

Communication and terminology were clear and accessible which I could see following the demonstration. The students response was strong and I think they had better motivation in this class than in the last first year class so I’m happy with the response

The notan work was a new thing for them so I think that progressed their knowledge in a positive way which was good.

I think the support study artists are helping students further engage with the project as the notan and typography work up to this class hadn’t been theme focused

What went well and Why (in light of learning intentions)? I think the response to the support study artist was strong and further engrained the theme into the students mind as Chwast showed students how the use of recognisable imagery can build a composition that shows an audience a strong message. Also was happy with the students work on the overall composition of their design work
Even better if (again in light of your learning intentions for the lesson) I think some students have done well to make consideration focused on the use of colour when making their design work but I think other’s haven’t really considered it. I provided students with a lot of different materials to use when creating their design work but I think some don’t engage enough with the process of reflecting on their source imagery
Possible Areas for Discussion: I think attendance is continuously an issue with this class and students are struggling to catch up due to the nature of only having one class a week which means if they miss it they are languishing behind where others are. I think I just have to keep uploading the presentations onto their teams so they have a reference point to look back to if they miss class
Professional Teaching skills and ability. (Communication, voice, terminology, personal qualities, pupil responses). Student response was strong and focused and I think they engaged well with the support study artist and the overall theme of the class. I think the terminology was clear and students got a sense of approaching composition as an element of design practice
Presentation of learning content. I think the learning content was clear and attainable for students which was necessary following last week's class which was too open ended and didn’t have sufficient learning content. I think students have a focus towards the resolution of this project and they have a sense of knowing what happens after this
Effectiveness of planning. (Clarity of intentions, quality of learning content, presentation) For what I could prepare for I was happy with this class as there was sufficient material needed for students to complete the work. I think I should probably send a message on their teams account the day before any first year class going forward to remind them to bring in their sketchbook as they seem to forget often. Overall the class was much more well planned than the previous week and there was sufficient learning that delved them deeper into the theme and project overall.

What went well and Why (in light of learning intentions)? Beyond the message Glaser was trying to convey I tried to get students through questioning to pick out the elements they could see in his work such as the pattern in the floor. I think getting students to recognize theme elements themselves and then talking as a class group about theme elements is more effective than me showing them something in the design work. Also was happy with work focused on the transferring of their typography onto the coloured paper
Even better if (again in light of your learning intentions for the lesson) I find the readiness of some students to work in the art class in this particular group is incredibly weak and that they lack an interest at all. This lack of readiness to work means that they’re often delayed in starting working on their project which is frustrating as it means they don’t fully engage with reflecting on their work
Possible Areas for Discussion: Some students come into class without any basic and necessary materials which has gotten incredibly frustrating as at times I’m feeling like I’m becoming a servant for these students as I’m having to find pencils, rulers, paper etc. for them to use because they don’t bring in anything for class. Also I’ll find that they won’t ask for any materials until I come around to check how their work is going but that might be ten minutes into class so they are wasting their time being idle.
Professional Teaching skills and ability. (Communication, voice, terminology, personal qualities, pupil responses). Communication and terminology were clear for students and this was seen through the student response to the demonstration and presentation. I think students are generally good in approaching me if they need help and I’m happy with how they’re engaging overall with the project
Presentation of learning content. I think the learning content was clear and approachable for students as they had sufficient time to complete it. The learning content followed logically from what they have previously done and it was sufficiently challenging to keep them engaged with the project
Effectiveness of planning. The content was focused on drawing them closer to the resolution of this work and finishing off their work on designing for their overall composition

	What went well and Why (in light of learning intentions)? I think the student work on resolving their composition work was successful as they understood the criteria for success that I had outlined at the start. The students in general did well in creating their compositions focused on creating their typography, glueing it down in a focused legible way and then finally adding any additional elements.
Even better if (again in light of your learning intentions for the lesson) I think students could have spent more time reflecting on their choices over the course of the UoL that they’ve just undertaken. I think students generally have an understanding about what was good work as I think there was understanding of what needed to be achieved, but I think students in general don’t reflect enough on what they think about their work. I could probably have spent more time focused on assessment that led to student evaluation.
Possible Areas for Discussion: Management of students materials came to some form of a head today as some students couldn’t find their work and then they expect me to find the work for them. If the work is not left in the designated place that I tell them to leave it in, I can’t offer much help as it’s not something I’m responsible for 
Professional Teaching skills and ability.
